A. Call to Order

Mr. Steve Zamora welcomed the DELAC committee and all attendees.

President, Maria Hernandez requested the first motion to approve September DELAC
minutes. Ana Lilia Castro made the first motion, and Norma Guillermo made the second
motion.

DELAC Representative from Buena Park High School requested a correction on the
September minutes. The minutes stated that Buena Park High School did not have a
DELAC representative but Brenda Torres was already an official DELAC representative,
minutes will be revised to state that there was a DBELAC representative present.

The discussion came to an end, as amended to include the change. A motion to approve
September minutes was requested from all members, the motion was approved by
majority votes.

Mr. Zamora discussed with attendees DELAC policies and procedures such as the purpose
of DELAC, the composition of a DELAC, DELAC essential criteria, and DELAC bylaws.

Each ELAC has the opportunity to elect BELAC representatives and is always welcome to
accept new members. DELAC does not make policy for the Dlstrict, DELAC is an advisory
committee.

Parents' voices are very important to us, we always listen, talk and take recommendations.
Last school year, families expressed a need for their own EL Family Liaison. Parents were
heard and we now have a designated EL Family Liaison at every site.

DELAC Bylaws

Mr. Zamora shared that ELAC and DELAC meetings are encouraged to have bylaws. Bylaws
are the rules by which you run meetings, elect members, and assist us in having orderly
meetings. The bylaws are created by the District, we follow guidelines from the California
Department of Education, and OCDE.

e \Veronica Diaz said bylaws were approved in May and no changes should be made
without a vote. Motions made at the September meeting were to request a monthly
DELAC meeting and to extend the meeting time. She wants to know why changes
were made to the bylaws without approval from the committee.

o Mr. Zamora informed attendees that changes to the bylaws can be
recommended and voted on by the DELAC committee, District is not
obligated to make those changes.

e Mr. Zamora went over our Fullerton Joint Union High School District bylaws and

went over Article |- Name of Committee, Article IlI- Objectives, and Article IlI-
Members.

o A parent wanted to know why the bylaws from May were modified, parent
stated that Article |- Objectives had 5 items listed and now 7. Mr. Zamora
informed the parent that that was modified in order to follow the California
Department of Education's website objectives.

o Another parent asked why she is at DELAC and if it is a waste of time. Mr.
Zamora answered that District is very interested in what parents need to say.
The District has made many changes over the years specifically that have
come from the DELAC committee. There are ways in which we need to
conduct business, this is why we have bylaws, EL Master Plan, and other
necessary documents.

Opinions and advice from our DELAC committee are very important to us. Official changes
are made by the District.

e A parent asked who takes parents' voices and opinions from DELAC into
consideration.
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o Mr. Zamora informed the parent that we as a District take that information
from the DELAC committee into consideration. We have made several
improvements throughout the years for our English Learners, this is why our
DELAC committee parents'voices are so important.

e Parent had a question about the composition of DELAC, parents or guardians of
English Learners (ELs) must constitute the majority of the members of the
committee (at least 51%). Parents or quardians of reclassified (RFEP) or
English-Only (EQ) students can be members of DELAC but cannot constitute the
majority of the members of the Committee.

o Mr. Zamora informed the committee that we are aware of the imbalance and
our ELAC committees are currently working on adding additional English
Learner (EL) parents or guardians.

Open Discussion

There were some disagreements about who is and isn't a current member. Mr. Zamora
informed parents that we have a shared list of members that have been compiled from
each of the school site's ELAC committees. Parents or guardians need to become
members of their ELAC in order to be part of the DBELAC committee.

Parents and guardians can still attend and participate in DELAC regardless of membership,
they do not have voting or motion rights. This is according to the bylaws and training
received from OCDE. Mr. Zamora said they are encouraged to invite other parents/friends
to attend ELAC/DELAC meetings.

Mr. Zamora announced our meeting is coming to an end as it is already 7:45 pm. He asked if
parents would like to meet one on one with Mr. Zamora and District Community Liaison,
Stephany Grigorov to discuss items then to please contact Ms. Grigorov and we can
calendar a meeting. We finished with our voting for our vacant Secretary position.

DELAC President, Maria Hernandez made a motion to continue the October agenda for our
next meeting on December 20, 2022, to leave enough time for us to complete the
nomination process tonight. The motion was approved by majority votes.

Ramona Camargo, Grace Wu, and Norma Guillermo were nominated for the position of
Secretary. A paper ballot was provided to all members present to cast their votes. Each of
the members shared a brief introduction about themselves and the ballots were cast.

Ballots were counted and Ramona Camargo was voted by the majority of members.

A. Llamada al orden
El Sr. Steve Zamora dio la bienvenida al comité DELAC ya todos los asistentes.

Se contaron los votos y Ramona Camargo fue votada por la mayoria de los
miembros.
