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What is an IB Certificate?

Students do not have to be a diploma student to enroll in IB
courses. Like with AP courses, students can pick and choose the
IB courses they are interested in and take the same exams as
full diploma students. Students can enroll in one or multiple IB
courses.
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What is the IB Diploma?

The IB Diploma is a series of six courses taken over the junior and
senior years

In addition to the six courses, diploma students also have the
following “core” requirements:

1. Theory of Knowledge
2. Extended Essay

3. Community, activity, and service hours
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What can the IB Diploma do for me?

> College credit - as many as 30 total units

> Strengthen your college application
o Without SATs or ACTs, transcripts matter
o Colleges know the Full Diploma requirements

> Along with AP coursework the IB courses are the best way to prepare you
for the rigors of a university program.
