Procedures:

In this classroom, the READ 180 instructional model will be utilized to maximize your
potential. 3 rotations are built into this model. The following is an example of how a typical
week in this classroom may look:

1. Do now - a written warm-up as class begins
2. Rotations - (20 minutes each)

a. Read 180 Software — intensive, individualized needs
b. Reading / writing skills practice (sustained, silent reading)

c. Whole/Small group, direct instruction based on the workshop

3. Whole Group Wrap-up -Exit Question
